CGA Staff  & Consultants
(Staff: GSP Manager; Watershed 

Coordinator)
(Consultants: technical consultants, 

facilitators, counsel)

Key plans and policies serve as the 
foundation to guide what gets done 
and how.

Committees help generate and discuss ideas, 
provide feedback, capture range of 
perspectives, and develop recommendations 
to the CGA if possible.  

Standing committees to date: PMA 
Committee and CAC. 
Ad hoc committees form as needed.

Cosumnes Groundwater Authority (CGA)
(Representatives from all 7 GSA Boards)

The CGA is the main decision-making body for the 
subbasin. It receives input and recommendations, 
makes basin-wide decisions, and gives direction to 
the staff and committees. 

Individual GSAs: Implementation of 
CGA decisions within a GSA’s 
jurisdiction is subject to that GSA 
Board’s approval. 

Public Workshops Stakeholder Briefings
(Usually informal)

Information is presented at public workshops 
and stakeholder-specific briefings. Input and 
comments are shared with the other groups 
(CGA, committees, etc.).
